Two good pairs of jeans - a
boot cut and a skinny, a good black dress
that you can wear to the office then dress
up after work and we build around that.
We walk you through the store to find
your style and set up a core wardrobe that
you’ll be happy with.” said Mifflin.

Mixing classics with trends gave
Stante a look that suited her personality
and needs for a casual office look with
versatility to dress down or up as she

needed. Adding bursts of colour moved
Stante out of her usual style zone and into
something updated and current.

“I’m ultra conservative. This brought
me out of my box a little bit. It is a good
thing to be shaken up a bit and I really
enjoyed the experience,” said Stante.

Stante’s wardrobe is
completed with accessories, Michael Kors
shoes and ideas on different ways to wear
each piece and how to take these basics
and make them work through each
season.

“I wouldn’t have thought of a lot of the
items and I wouldn’t have known how to
put them together. I love these clothes. I
can see myself wearing them a lot and I
really got an education in style here,” said
Stante.

Stante’s energy noticeably elevated as
she had fun with the clothes. “It’s like a
birthday party with your girlfriends!”
